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BOARD OF TRUSTEES: The Board’s first meeting was delayed a week, due to one of our
larger snowstorms of the winter. Retiring Chairman Tom Parlapiano welcomed new members
Ted Endriss and Chuck Walters, presented an Organization Chart of the Committees reporting to
the Trustees, a list of the Board’s Area of Responsibilities, a list of Outstanding Issues, and a list
of people and companies to contact for services and supplies. These are most helpful for our new
members.

Treasurer Joe Braen reviewed the January Treasurer’s Report, which shows church finances to be
in a stronger position than this time last year.

Tom Parlapiano called for nominations election of new officers of the Board. Janet Manukas
volunteered to stay on as Secretary, Larry Liseo volunteered to be Vice-Chair, and Charles
Walters was nominated to become Chairman. These members were each elected by a voice vote.
Tom excused himself, with thanks by all for his leadership while serving as Chairman.

The first item we must arrange is the St. Patrick’s Day Dinner, which would likely be held on
March 13™. Maria Yoesoep has agreed to be in charge of the cooking. We will be working on
entertainment, and to what need we should donate the proceeds.

We discussed getting prices for at least four new tables for Fellowship Hall, to replace badly
scarred tables, and to get price quotes for landscaping and building cleaning services, to compare
with current costs for what our Sexton does.

There are a number of maintenance items that had to be deferred during the past two years, due to
lack of available funds, which we will be prioritizing and arranging to be accomplished. Some of
the items are: a leak in the church’s south side rain gutter, which is causing plaster cracking and
paint peeling; minor repairs to furnaces in both buildings to comply with state inspections, repair
and paint the church sign at the street corner, and replace rotten wood framing on the Parish
House front steps. There are a number of minor things that may be accomplished by church
members.

It was suggested that the older piano in Fellowship Hall is simply “taking up space”, and should
be disposed of by offering it for sale or perhaps giving it away to anyone willing to take it away.

An attempt will be made to obtain better appearing bookshelves, and possibly replacements for

the couch and chairs in the “lounge” area near the Women’s Fellowship closet, hoping to find
suitable items at going out of business sales, or as outright donations.

Just a few small adjustments will help us take care of Mother Earth for

Reduce waste, as well as toxic chemicals in the env  ironment, by
using a reusable mug at home, in the office, and on the go, instead
of opting for the single-use containers for coffee, tea and other
beverages. If you buy your daily cup of coffee in a disposable
container, you are generating about 22.75 pounds of waste per year.
Across the country, 25 billion polystyrene (commonly known as
Styrofoam) cups are thrown away every year, according to the EPA.
That's troubling, because polystyrene takes hundreds of years to
break down, and is made of nonrenewable petroleum.

Invest in a reusable bamboo utensil travel set & eliminate the use
of plastic ware when at work, on the road or traveling.

Bring your used (burnt out) Compact Fluorescent Lig ht bulbs to
Lowe's or Ikea to properly dispose of them. So that you continue to
be green with your lights.

. Share a magazine subscription with a friend, not only will you

share the cost but you will cut down on the amount of trees used!

. When buying a new shower curtain purchase cotton one to

reduce the VOC you breath in and it can be washed over and over.
Instead of throwing away catalogs that you receive in the mail call
the company to be removed from future mailings.

. When buying recycled paper ensure that it is 100% P ost

consumer recycled paper , as that is truly recycled paper!
